The Sixth Slovenian International Conference on Graph Theory represents a milestone in the history of Slovenian mathematics. This is by far the largest gathering of the world's leading mathematicians in the area of discrete mathematics on our soil.

This book of abstracts contains a total of 187 abstracts including the 12 abstracts from the Pascal Workshop. The conference has 15 invited speakers, 14 minisymposia, a general session and a poster session. Minisymposia, which are introduced for the first time, allow concentrations of researchers with similar interests. Topics from discrete geometry are much more visible than ever before. This is the first conference in the series in which geometric methods are present in the same proportion as algebraic and topological ones. Applications that are the subject of research of many Slovenian mathematicians have now been recognized as a legitimate branch of discrete mathematics.
The conference excursion includes a visit to Škocjanske jame that reveal the Karst phenomena of Slovenia at its best. This exploration of nature will be followed by a visit to the Technical Museum of Slovenia in Bistra where the sculpture “Tucker’s Group”, a gift from the Colgate University, will be presented.
The conference proceedings will appear in a special issue of Discrete Mathematics dedicated to our work. However, there will be a twist to the established tradition. We are announcing a new journal: Ars Mathematica Contemporanea.
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
